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9.3.1. the parties shall use their best efforts to
settle amicably any dispute, controversy or
claim arising out of, or relating to this
Memorandum or the breach, termination or
invalidity thereof. Where the parties wish to
seek an amicable settlement through
conciliation, the conciliation shall take place in
accordance with the UNCITRAL Conciliation
Rules then obtaining, or according to such
procedure as may be agreed between the
parties.

9.3.2. any dispute, controversy or claim
between the parties arising out or relating to
this agreement or the breach, termination or
invalidity thereof, unless settled amicably under
the preceding paragraph within sixty (60) days
after receipt by one party of the other party's
request for such amicable settlement, shall be
referred by either party to arbitration in
accordance with the UNCITRAL Arbitration
Rules then obtaining. The arbitral tribunal shall
have no authority to award punitive damages.
The parties shall be bound by any arbitration
award rendered as a result of such arbitration
as the final adjudication of any such
controversy, claim or dispute.

9.4. In the event that the Municipality or the
Chitalishte I Library is not executing its
obligations under this Memorandum and is not
taking the respective measures according to
the terms of the envisaged annual work, the
MC and UNDP may withdraw the support
under the Program.

Articte 10
FinalClauses

10.1. In effecting their rights and obligations,
the parties will document their actions via
handover protocols, verification protocols,
financial and accounting documents and other
documents applicable by law. The documents
may be used for settling specific issues among
the signatory parties such as for instance
specifying the liable person, the specific
premise for hosting the equipment, etc.

10.2. The present Memorandum may be
amended only in writing upon the agreement of
the parties.

10.3. The present Memorandum enters into
force on the date of its signing by all parties
